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After 20 years of revolution 
in Liberia, the warfare has 
ceased. Almost all rebels or 
combatants are pacified and 
the once modern nation is 
trying to reestablish basic 
utilities, governmental 
services, and economic 
stability. 
 
The United Methodist 
Church appears to be the 
major Christian body in 
Liberia. The Liberia 
Conference is a part of our 
United Methodist Church 
denomination. Our mission 
stations and schools are 
operating with great effort 
and very limited resources. 
Churches, clinics, and 
schools were burned and or 
stripped of materials. 
 
In October, Pastor Russ 
Smith was on a mission trip 
to Liberia and has seen first-
hand the great need. The 
Fellheimer Trust has now 
funded the construction of the 
new surgical wing of the 
mission hospital at Ganta 
Station in the northern 
region.  
 
While in Liberia, he was 
introduced to a church with 
whom it is hoped Wesley 
UMC would build a 
relationship and provide 
support. He preached at the 
Do Juah United Methodist 
Church and saw their 

progress in rebuilding their 
church. It is an ethnic church, 
speaking a language of a 
people who migrated from 
the coastal rain forest into the 
suburbs of the capital, 
Monrovia.  
 
This church was first 
established a few miles away 
in 1976 and has moved where 
the greater concentration of 
their members are. Their 
pastor is Rev. Robert Sieh. 
They have 346 members. The 
church members are poor but 
have collected nearly 1/4th of 
the $5,500 cost. Their next 
project is the children’s 
Sunday school area and a 
reception area estimated at 
$10,000. Pastor Smith invites 
you to join him in making a 
second mile giving toward 
helping the Doe Juah UMC 
in Monrovia, Liberia. 
 
 

Kenya Tragedy 
 
More than a week of violence 
following disputed elections 
has left many Kenyans in 
shambles. Nearly 200,000 
people have been displaced 
by the crisis – many of them 
fleeing to neighboring 
Uganda.  
 
The United Methodist 
Committee on Relief is 
working to bring supplies and 
shelter for the displaced. 
UMCOR is assisting the East 
Africa Conference in their 
efforts to provide food and 
shelter both in Kenya and 
Uganda. An addition concern 

for the entire region is that 
the conflict in Kenya has cut 
off Mombasa, a major port 
that supplies much of East 
Africa. 
 
UMCOR is working to bring 
food, water and other 
necessities directly to the 
Nairobi Evangelical Graduate 
School of Theology in Karen 
where many people are 
seeking refuge. United 
Methodist communicator, 
John Makokha, lives on the 
campus and is working to 
provide those sheltering there 
with sufficient food and 
water. The truckload of 
supplies will directly help 
Makokha in his efforts. 
 
UMCOR is also in contact 
with the Methodist Church of 
Kenya and anticipates 
assisting Action by Churches 
Together partners in their 
response. “We continue to 
monitor the situation and are 
working diligently to bring 
relief and assistance to our 
sisters and brothers in 
Kenya,” said Sam Dixon, 
UMCOR’s chief executive.
