Doe Juah United Methodist Church is our partner church in Liberia. It is an ethnic church, speaking a 
language of a people who migrated from the coastal rain forest into the suburbs of the capital, Monrovia. 
This church was first established a few miles away in 1976. Their pastor is Rev. Robert Sieh. They have 
346 members. The church members are poor but have continued to sacrifice much to build their church. 
They are installing a ceiling in the sanctuary. Their next project is the children’s Sunday school area and a 
fellowship area estimated to cost $12,000 and then the doors, windows, painting and tile flooring estimated 
at $10,000.
